Why is he 
called so?  

(c) Comment on Milton’s use of idols and idolatry in ‘Paradise Lost’, Book-1. 

(d) Explain and Contextualise “to justify the ways of God to men”. 

(e) What do you understand by the ‘Leviathan Simile’?

(a) How does Pope use irony and humour to present the contemporary society in The Rape 
of the Lock? 

(b) Is Pope’s treatment of Belinda in The Rape of the Lock a satirical commentary on 
feminine follies? Discuss with close reference to the text. 

(c) Write a critical note on the supernatural machinery in The Rape of the Lock. 

  
4. Answer any two questions from the following each within 200 words: 5×2 = 10

(a) Write a note on gnomes. 

(b) How does Pope describe Belinda’s reaction when her lock is snipped off?  
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(c) Describe the Game of Ombre.  

(d) Annotate : 

A heavenly image in the glass appears;  

To that she bends, to that her eyes she rears. 

(e) What are the tasks assigned to the different sylphs by Ariel to protect Belinda?

(c) Critically appreciate Blake’s “London”. 

(d) Do you agree that “The Solitude of Alexander Selkirk” combines the qualities of the
Augustan age with those of the Romantic age? Give reasons for your answer.

(a) Explain: “Some mute inglorious Milton here may rest. 

 Some Cromwell guiltless of his Country’s blood”. 

(b) Explain: “What immortal hand or eye 

 Dare frame thy fearful Symmetry”. 

(c) What does the Child in the cloud ask the bard to do? 

(d) How did Alexander Selkirk get stranded on his island? 

(e) Comment on the following lines: 

 “I am the monarch of all I survey 

 My right there is none to dispute”.
